Attendance 
Please be aware that school attendance is compulsory and there are legal 
implications surrounding this.

Absences can only be accepted for 
particular reasons like illness or medical appointments. Where there is a need 
for an absence for family reasons please speak to us as you may be able to 
obtain an exemption from school attendance under specific circumstances.
